	howwillthecounty16pg 1: Clients will be screened for FS services using our FS Screening Tool which will identify clients who meet FS criteria and will identify their specific need(s) for FS Services. Clients will be screened at their Appraisal appointment and during their Quarterly Review.  Clients will also be screened any time contact is made and it is identified that there is a crisis situation or barriers to address.  The FS screening tool is completed by the WTW worker and the client and then submitted to the Supervisor for review and approval of FS services.  
	howwillthecountynotify1 pg 2: Once the client is approved for FS services the WTW worker will send a FS Approval Notice.  
	howoftenwillcountystaff2 pg 2: The WTW worker will complete frequent and on-going contact with each FS family via phone and/or in-person visits depending on level of need and progress in FS.  
	howwillFS3 pg 2: FS services will provide an increased level and intensity of case management in order to assist the families who are in need of assistance and services to ensure a basic level of stability preparing them for successful participation in WTW activities designed for self-sufficiency.  
	whattypeofpartnerships4 pg 2: Clients will be provided with FS services and comprehensive case management by being referred to our “Family Stabilization” bi-weekly meetings with agency staff  and/or they may referred to our multi-disciplinary meetings with Child Welfare Services,  Mental Health, Probation, AOD Services, Schools, Children’s System of Care, and Public Health, to discuss coordination of services, client goals, and share information regarding progress and areas of concern.  As part of our second phase approach we are looking to partner and coordinate services with our local housing resource agencies.    
	whatstrategies5 pg 2: Clients will be referred to our bi- weekly Family Stabilization meeting and/or to our multi-disciplinary meetings as described above.  In addition, we currently have two Mental Health staff co-located with CalWORKs and Employment Services staff to provide assessments and treatment for CalWORKs clients and who work closely with CalWORKs/Employment Services staff to share information and strategize on engaging clients in services.  Clients in need of mental health services will be referred to our Mental Health therapist for assessments, counseling, and/or ongoing group therapy.  Clients in need of substance abuse services will be referred to our Intervention Counselor who will provide drug and alcohol assessment, individual counseling, and/or ongoing group therapy.  Clients in need of additional services will be referred to various agencies in the community for services such as;  housing resources, domestic violence services, victim witness services, outpatient drug treatment services, parenting skills, and children enrichment activities.  


	whatstrategiesdoe6 pg 2: FS staff will provide frequent contact with FS families and assess progress in meeting their FS plan goals at our bi-weekly meetings.  FS staff will contact partnering county agency staff to confirm attendance and progress. Clients progress will be discussed at FS meetings and scheduled for the next bi-weekly meeting for follow up as appropriate.   FS staff will frequently review the client’s participation and progress in FS services to determine whether services will continue or if there is a need for a modification of FS goals, activities, and services provided.  
	howdoesthefsprogram7 pg 2: FS provides us an opportunity to provide families in crisis with assistance to help stabilize and provide for basic needs, such as but not limited to emergency shelter, transitional housing, and transportation.  The goal is to help FS families attain a stable foundation to successfully be able to engage in services promoting a solid partnership in self- sufficiency goals between the client and the worker increasing commitment, buy in, and participation.
