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NOTICE TO ALL FOOD STAMP RECIPIENTS
IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR LEGAL IMMIGRANTS

If you or someone in your food stamp household is a non-citizen legal immigrant, this information is important to you. A new 
federal Welfare Reform Law will stop food stamp benefits forever to non-citizens, unless they become United States (U.S.) 
citizens or are one of the following:

•  On active duty in U.S. military or are an honorably discharged U.S. military veteran (including spouses and unmarried, 
dependent children).

•  Have worked at least 10 years (40 quarters) in the U.S. (Quarters worked by spouses or parents may also be used.)

•  Have been granted asylum under section 208 of the Immigration and Nationality Act (eligible for 5 years only from the date 
admitted as an asylee under this section).

•  Have been granted refugee status under section 207 of the Immigration and Nationality Act (eligible for 5 years only from 
the date admitted as a refugee under this section).

•  Have had their deportation withheld under section 243 (h) of the Immigration and Nationality Act (eligible for 5 years only 
from the date deportation withheld under this section).

Between April 1, 1997 and August 22, 1997, any non-citizen legal immigrant in your food stamp household will have their 
eligibility determined and their benefits will be stopped forever unless they meet one of the conditions listed above or become a 
U.S. citizen. If you have any questions, contact your county worker.
