The Fundamental Principles Of CCR Are:

e All children deserve to live with a committed, nurturing and permanent family that prepares
youth for a successful transition into adulthood.

e The child, youth and family’s experience and voice is important in assessment, placement and
service planning. A process known as a “child and family team,” which includes the child, youth
and family, and their formal and informal support network will be the foundation for ensuring
these perspectives are incorporated throughout the duration of the case.

e Children should not have to change placements to get the services and supports they need.
Research shows that being placed in foster care is a traumatic experience and in order for
home-based placements to be successful, services including behavioral and mental health
should be available in a home setting.

e Agencies serving children and youth including child welfare, probation, mental health, education
and other community service providers need to collaborate effectively to surround the child and
family with needed services, resources and supports rather than requiring a child, youth and
caregivers to navigate multiple service providers.

e The goal for all children in foster care is normalcy in development while establishing permanent
life-long family relationships. Therefore, children should not remain in a group living
environment for long periods of time.
