The purpose of the errata is to make a correction to All County Letter (ACL) No. 13-79 
regarding the threshold establishment of an administrative error (AE) overissuance for 
inactive CalFresh households.  This errata shows the prior and corrected language for 
the impacted paragraph only, and should be implemented in conjunction with ACL No. 
13-79.  
 
Prior Language 
 
Page three, under “AE OVERISSUANCE THRESHOLD”, establishes the AE 
overissuance threshold for inactive CalFresh cases at $125 and states that CWDs will 
not establish an AE overissuance claim if the AE overissuance is less than $125.  This 
statement regarding the threshold is incorrect.

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Corrected Language 
 
ACL No. 13-79 should have instructed counties to not establish an AE overissuance 
claim for inactive CalFresh households if the AE overissuance is $125 or less.  AE 
overissuances are to be established and subsequently collected for inactive CalFresh 
households if the AE overissuance is above $125.
