The purpose of this errata is to correct the Notice of Action (NOA) message, M44-113H (8/12)
that was released in conjunction with ACIN No. I-38-12, dated August 22, 2012. The NOA
message erroneously instructs recipients to ask their county workers for a list of student aid
money that does not count as income when determining CalWORKs eligibility and grant
amounts. ACIN No. 1-38-12 provides a list of excluded educational loans, grants and
scholarships. The list is not all inclusive because educational grants, loans, and scholarships
are constantly changing as new ones are instituted and others may cease to exist. Counties are
reminded that any grant, loan or scholarship that is excluded by federal or state law does not
count as income or resources when determining eligibility and grant amounts in CalWORKs
provided the monies are used for educational expenses as outlined in ACIN No. 1-38-12. This
letter introduces the revised NOA message M44-113H (11/12).
