THO is the unit in DHS that oversees

the development and implementation of

home and community-based programs
in the Medi-Cal program. THO
authorizes Pediatric Day Health Care
(PDHC) facility services and
medically necessary services in the
home, including private duty nursing

services, also known as shift nursing.

These services may be available for
Medi-Cal beneficiaries who are
eligible for Early and Periodic,
Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment
(EPSDT) services and/or one of the
following three federal waiver
programs:

» In-Home Medical Care (IHMC)

» Nursing Facility (NF) A/B

P NF Subacute

EPSDT is a Medi-Cal benefit for
individuals under the age of 21 who
have full scope Medi-Cal eligibility.
This benefit allows for periodic
screenings to determine health care
needs. Based upon the identified
health care need, diagnostic and
treatment services are provided.
EPSDT PDHC and private duty
nursing services are provided in
addition to other medically necessary
Medi-Cal plan services.

EPSDT services include all services
covered by Medi-Cal. In addition to
the regular Medi-Cal benefits, a
beneficiary under the age of 21 may
receive additionally medically

necessary services. These additional

services are known as EPSDT
Supplemental Services and include:
private duty nursing services from a
registered nurse (RN) or a licensed
vocational nurse (LVN), Case
