The purpose of this All County Letter (ACL) is to provide current information regarding 
sharing ratios for group home programs for Fiscal Year (FY) 2009-10.

Effective October 1, 2009, counties must apply these state and federal cost sharing 
ratios to all Aid to Families with Dependent Children-Foster Care rates paid to group 
homes and group home providers according to the Rate Classification Level of the 
group home placement. 
 
The cost sharing ratios will be recalculated every year to ensure that cost sharing ratios 
within the groupings are calculated using recent audited cost data representing a  
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majority of all group home providers.  The cost sharing ratios will be readily  
accessible via the Foster Care Group Home Rates List on the California Department 
of Social Services website at:
