 SUBJECT: FISCAL YEAR (FY) 2006/07 INDEPENDENT LIVING PROGRAM (ILP)  

                        PLANNING ALLOCATION 
 
Contingent upon approval of the State Budget, the amount on the enclosed attachment 
is the planning allocation for the ILP.  It is anticipated a total of $38,264,000 in federal 
and state funds will be made available with the approval of the FY 2006/07 Budget Act. 
 
In accordance with the Chafee Foster Care Independence Program, funding is provided 
for services to foster care adolescents and emancipated youth ages 16 to 21. In 
addition, counties have the option to provide ILP services to youth ages 14 to 15.  
These services should facilitate the successful transition of foster youth to emancipated 
lifestyles enabling the youth to become independent.  
 
As in prior years, there will be a $200,000 set-aside of funds for the California Department 
of Social Services to contract with the California Youth Connection.  
These funds are used to promote collaborative needs assessments, program planning, 
implementation and evaluation, and the use of college and county resources for individual 
services for foster youth.   
 
An additional $125,000 was set aside for the Teen Conference 2006/07.  This annual, 
campus-based conference for foster youth ages 16 to 18 provides youth with information 
that will assist them in the successful transition from the foster care system and the 
opportunity to learn daily living skills.  The conference includes motivational speakers and 
the chance for youth to learn important networking skills.  Youth also participate in 
workshops and activities that provide them with information on housing, employment 
resources, health care, and a variety of available grants that they may qualify for.  
 
Due to a reduction in the FY 2006/07 Federal ILP grant award as compared to  
FY 2005/06, individual county allocations were based on their original FY 2005/06 
allocation minus a percent to total of the difference in grant award amounts, less the 
set-aside funds.   Allocations for those counties that received the minimum floor of 
$40,000 in FY 2005/06 will remain unchanged. 
  
 



The administrative costs of the ILP are limited to 20 percent of the allocation as 
reflected in the attachment.  The cost of personnel to provide ILP services should be 
claimed to Program Code (PC) 184 and ILP administrative/case management to  
PC 182.   
 
Costs that exceed the federal allocation will be moved to state funds using State Use 
Only (SUO) Code 237.  Costs claimed in excess of each county allocation will be shifted 
to county only share using SUO Code 810.  During the closeout process all shifts will be 
adjusted subject to the appropriate 20 percent for administrative costs and 80 percent 
for services.
